This year at HHPS a group of teachers have been working hard to develop a
prototype of the Harvest Home Learning Process. Our Grade 6 learners are
lucky enough to be trialling this prototype in their CBL learning this term. The
Learning Process prototype has been developed using current research and
supports learners through the process of acquiring new information, diving
deeper to develop their understanding further and then allowing them to
transfer knowledge across other learning contexts (surface - deep - transfer).

For Term 4 we will be running a
shorter CBL cycle, beginning in
week 4. Learners will have the
opportunity to choose a passion
